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In the past decades, different countries in the Asia Pacific region adopted democratic institutions and
values, hence transforming the political landscape in this part of the world and their mutual interactions.
This course seeks to make students from Latin America more familiar with those transformations,
providing academic tools to better appreciate the similarities and differences in some of the nations that
have experienced democratic transitions in the past.

By the end of this course, the student should be able to identify the main theories and trends in the
study of democracy and its related topics, together with the different motivations behind the democratic
transitions in the Asia Pacific, as well as the implications derived from this process. This course will
encourage the development of critical thinking skills among students, including a couple of synchronous

sessions in which discussion between students and the lecturer will be encouraged.
